Meeting Review
Many thanks for large attendance
of DCD members at the recent
season of meetings. In excess of
600 attendees supported the 17
sessions across all DCD areas.

The major theme behind this
year's meetings reported on the
root and branch review of the

direct supply proposition by DC.
With the revised competitive milk
price position and the further evo

lution and choice within the DCD

supply contracts underpinning the

objective to secure a greater
future level of direct supplies.

The further evolution to the supply
agreement (contract) generated
much discussion. The new agree
ment representing the culmination
of much activity by the Board and
Forum in consultation with DC dur
ing the last year. A detailed review
as to the elements of change to
the core contract (notice of

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Transport was also covered at
each session, the recent severe
weather difficulties stimulating
vigourous debate at some ven -
ues. Throughout the sessions,
tanker drivers were commended
for their dedication to collect milk
under such treacherous condi -
tions.

Influences on milk price realisa -
tions were also discussed in detail
at each meeting, with UK prices
despite their downward trend dur -
ing ‘09 (DC -2.5p/-3.25p)faring
considerably above EU equiva -
lents, where some milk prices fell
by in excess of -10p yr on yr.

The many external and domestic
influences on milk prices were
covered, again stimulating much

debate - more details overleaf.
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Davidstow Milk Price - March

The milk price for March remains
unchanged, this for the ninth suc -
cessive month.

During recent months with buoy -
ant butter market returns, pro -
cessing into cheese has continued

to decline in the UK and in Ireland.
According to Dairy Co Datum, the
rolling 12 months UK cheese make
is now at it's lowest point for five
years (since March 2005). In
response to this change in sup -
ply/demand, a small rise in mild
cheese values was recorded in
November, however, this momen -
tum has stalled for the time being.

The chart above records the
volatility in markets over the past
three years compared to the DC
Davidstow (mp.com flagship crite
ria). The close correlation
between the NI auction and the
adjusted AMPE (processing into
butter/SMP) over the three year

period records that

markets have
moved by 100%
peak to trough,

whilst  milk price
delivery rose by
48% Jan 07/Jan 09,
before falling back

12% during 2009 -
see red line.

DCD reported on
