DCD Johne's Control Meetings

Attendance at these forthcom-
ing interactive sessions will
ensure the DCD funding of your
30 cow screening (per each
supply number).

All are welcome to attend
whether you have actually
completed your screening by
the time of your local session, or
not. Also, as mentioned previ-
ously, if you wish to bring your
vet with you this will also be
welcomed.

Each session will be led by
leading vets from outside of
your immediate area, and by
Dairy Co vets.

We would ask that if you have
already received your screen-
ing results, you may wish to
bring these with you. However,
rest assured, you will not be
under any compulsion to
reveal this data, which remains
completely confidential to you.

The objective of each session
will be to facilitate discussion
with interpretation of results

and the development of the
‘next steps’ to control preva-
lence within each herd. The
focus being to compile a risk
assessment to help combat the
disease on farm. A “can do”
posifive approach underpin-
ning the entire DCD Johne's ini-
tiative.

For DCD members that have
already received an initial
clear set of results from the
Johne's screening, it is impor-
fant that a risk assessment is sfill
completed - again to be cov-
ered fully at the meetings.

Those who have yet to enroll
onto this inifiative, please do
complete the above form and
return to the DCD Office asap.
Once enrolled, please discuss
your 30 cow selection with your
local vet (e.g. older late lacta-
fion cows, under performers,
destined to be culled etc).

At your next recording, supply
your recorder with your list of 30
cows (they will be aware of the
DCD Initiative) and await your
results.

For members not presently
recording we can sfill arrange
for 30 sample bottles to be
despatched to you.

Finally, Johne's Disease is incur-
able and increasing in preva-
lence (UK/EU herds 50%+ preva-
lence), with considerable wel-
fare and economic implica-
tions as a result. The cumulative
financial impact due to early
culing as a consequence of
Johne's can be significant, and
is increasing as the disease
becomes more widespread.

However, Johne's Disease can
be managed, the DCD
Initiative providing “seed corn”
to raise awareness and tfo
develop control strategies.

Feedback received since the
recent Member Meetings is
already impacting with
Johne's prevention manage-
ment on DCD farms, particular-
ly where sourcing replacement
stock is concerned.

The free DCD 30 cow screening
will expire 31st March - so
please enroll without delay.
