This winter will certainly be remem
bered for the widespread disrup
tion that it caused across so much
of the UK - the worst for 20/30 years
according to Met Office reports.

Impact on DCD member farm milk
collections began in late
December for some, followed
from 6th January across a large
number of DC collection areas.

The extreme cold, snowy and icy
conditions provided a perilous set
of circumstances from which to
collect/transport milk. As a result,
regrettably not all milk could be
collected.

Without these efforts and those of
the drivers concerned, additional
milk volumes would have lost.

Obviously, there are lessons to be
learned from these events. At the
January DCD Board Meeting new
transport contingencies were out
lined to be implemented asap.
This should assist particularly in the
area of information and communi
cation which are absolutely cru
cial during such periods when the
situation can change so quickly.

In addition to the issue of milk dis
posed of on farm, DCD has also
discussed with DC how to apply
an equitable adjustment to cover
profile and forecast implications.
In response, a one off concession
has been agreed.

With profile addressed by calcu
lating average daily litres for the
days concerned, compared to
the daily average before/after the
event. A minimum profile payment
will then be applied. DCD mem
bers will be notified individually of
the position calculated and for
the duration that this concession
will apply. With forecast accuracy,
those affected for January will
receive a minimum payment
based on the December accura
cy payment.

At each of the forthcoming mem
ber meetings transport will be an
agenda item where the recently
applied contingencies will be cov
ered. Representatives from the
DC Logistics teams will also be in
attendance at all sessions.
